Obedience defined

John A Stormer gives the following explanation of obedience:

It is the opposite of ‘doing your own thing.’  True obedience involves doing what an authority wants immediately, respectfully, joyfully, and completely.  Obedience requires the submission of the will of the individual to those in charge.  True obedience stems from submission to god.”
